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As the period of this Review
drew to a close in the final
weeks of 2004, members of
the Association became
aware that Martin Reardon,
one of our co-founders, 
and still serving the
Association as a very active
Life President, was unwell.
Martin was unable to attend
the first meeting of the newly
consituted Advisory Council
(see back page) and prayers
were requested via the AIF
Prayer Chain but as
Christmas approached he
was taken into hospital and
died there peacefully on 
3 January 2005. Tributes to 
a much-loved leader came
from a wide spectrum of
people whose lives had been
touched by Martin whether
as pastor, ecumenist, friend,
counsellor, or wise
administrator. (see page 3)

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Prayer Day/WeekendAnnual Conferences Lectures

The most significant events in each
of these two years were our
Annual Conferences at

Swanwick.   In 2003, our theme was
Christian Initiation, and our speakers,
Faith Bowers (Secretary of the Doctrine
and Worship Committee of the Baptist
Union), Revd Kirsty Thorpe (Secretary
of the United Reformed Church’s
Doctrine, Faith and Worship Committee,
and a minister of both the URC and the
Methodist Church), Revd Preb Paul
Avis (General Secretary of the Council
for Christian Unity of the Church of
England), and Revd Fr Tony Milner
(Secretary to the Roman Catholic
Bishops' Committee for Christian Unity)
presented different perspectives on
baptism, confirmation (where
applicable), and church membership.
Members responded with accounts of
different experiences of Christian
initiation and suggestions for future
action, including: regular ecumenical
reaffirmation of baptismal vows; joint
liturgy for baptism; and more input from
interchurch families into ministry
training.   Shared worship was, as
always, a high point of the weekend.

At Swanwick in 2004, we picked up 
on one of David Coffey’s themes at
Heythrop to discuss Interchurch
Families as Bridge-Builders between
their churches and communities.  
Our guest speakers, Mgr Peter Hocken
(Catholic priest, theologian, author and
expert on relationships with other
churches), Revd Murdoch Mackenzie 
(minister in the Church of Scotland,
the United Reformed Church and the
Methodist Church, and former
Ecumenical Moderator in Milton
Keynes), and John and Christine Noble
(leaders in the Pioneer Network of
Churches), told us something of their
careers as ecumenical bridge-builders.
One of the most moving  sessions of the
acts of worship was the “night prayers”
led by our young people.  

Anew regular date has appeared in
the AIF calendar – the annual
Day of Prayer, first held in 2003,

has now become a Prayer Weekend.
The designation of a specific date in
May allows all AIF members to join,
either physically or spiritually, in prayer
for Interchurch families throughout the
world, and for Christian unity in
general.  Some local groups have used
the date as an opportunity to meet for
fellowship and prayer, while some
members proposed prayers for inclusion
in their local churches’ weekly
intercessions.

During 2003, YAG members were
active in attending AIF
meetings, and their Social

Weekend in Cardiff over the February
half-term holiday was a real highlight.
During the weekend YAG toured
Cardiff Bay and the ‘Goleulong Light
Ship 2000’ Mission Project; took part 
in Sunday morning worship at the
Cyncoed Methodist Church; and of
course took a lot of time out to socialise.
The weekend was marked by fun and
sadness as YAG said goodbye to Bev
Hollins and thanked her for all she had
done for them as Youth Officer.  
In 2004 the Social Weekend was held in
Orpington, hosted by the congregation
of St John’s United Reformed Church.
The programme included a trip to
London to visit St Paul’s Cathedral, 
Tate Modern and old Covent Garden.

Many YAG members attended the 2003
Conference at Swanwick on Christian
Initiation, an important theme for young
people.  They were involved in the main
conference programme and also had
their own session with Matt Stuart from
‘The Joshua Generation’ on being
Christian students.  At the 2004 Annual
Conference, as offspring of interchurch
marriages, the young people discussed
their experiences ‘in building bridges of
sympathetic understanding’.  They also 

had a session on the issue of Fair Trade
and prepared and led the night prayers.

The fourth John Coventry
Memorial Lecture (held in
memory of one of the founders 

of AIF) was delivered by the Rt Revd
Crispian Hollis, Roman Catholic Bishop
of Portsmouth, to almost 100 people at
Heythrop College on 1 March 2003.  
He spoke about the work of the
International Anglican-Roman Catholic
Commission on Unity and Mission
(IARCCUM).  Born from the
Mississauga meeting, convened by the
Archbishop of Canterbury and Cardinal
Cassidy (then President of the Pontifical
Council for Promoting Christian Unity),
IARCCUM recognises the special
pastoral needs of interchurch families 
as part of its agenda.
Our 2004 London Meeting at Heythrop
College was addressed by one of our
Presidents, the Revd David Coffey,
Moderator of the Baptist Union.  He
offered us an illustration of the church
as comprising trail-blazing pioneers
who discomfit the settlers who prefer
the status quo, and a bridging group of
travellers who both appreciate the vision
of the pioneers and are trusted by the
settlers.  Recognising that we need to
honour and listen to all three groups 
if we are to be a people of God, he
challenged us to consider where we
stand, both as individuals and as an
Association.

In 2003 AIF’s accounting year
was changed from 1 April – 31
March to 1 January – 31
December to coincide with the
calendar year.  This fact, together
with our office move in
December 2003, meant that it
proved difficult to produce a full
Annual Review for 2003, hence
this Review covers the calendar
years 2003 and 2004.  Future
reviews will cover a single
calendar year. 
In meeting its mission of
providing a support network, an
information service, and a voice
in the churches, AIF has
continued to organise a range of
activities and events for
members and others interested
in or involved with interchurch
families.

In 2003 and 2004, AIF continued to
be represented at a host of
ecumenical gatherings.  

The following give a flavour of the
range of activities in which members are
involved – some of them centrally
organised by the Association, others by
the members themselves.

Churches Together in England Forum
was attended by two AIF delegates in
2003.  The rich diversity of the different
traditions of the Christian Church was
evident in the time spent in small groups
for sharing, reflection and prayer.  
The main speakers all provided thought-
provoking ideas for interchurch
families.  Archbishop Rowan Williams
reflected on the “radical hospitality”
shown by the Church, united in its
response in Manhattan following the
events of 9/11.  Cardinal Cormac
Murphy O’Connor spoke of his concern,
support and prayers for Dr Williams
over the media discussion of attitudes 
to sexuality in the Church of England:
as the Body of Christ, when one part
suffers, we all suffer.  Free Churches
Moderator, David Coffey, preached on
the parable of the talents, and stressed
that “If you have a low-risk, play-it-safe
discipleship then you are not fulfilling
the fullness of what God intended.”

Christian Resources Exhibition – AIF
took a share in a stand at this exhibition
in both 2003 and 2004.

Centre for Ecumenical Studies –
Martin and Ruth Reardon gave a
presentation on Interchurch Families for
the Cambridge Theological Federation
during a 3-day seminar in January 2004.

Sharing the Vision – a weekend
ecumenical event held in November
2004 was addressed by Cardinal
Cormac.  Martin and Ruth Reardon
presented a workshop on Interchurch
Families, supported by Keith and Pat
Lander and Peter and Margaret
Minoletti.

International links – in May 2004
Pauline Johnson represented AIF at the
Christian Communities and Movements
Congress, Together for Europe, 
in Stuttgart, which aimed to bring a
Christian input to the enlarged European
Community.  During 2003-04, other
members attended conferences of sister
organisations in Austria, Germany,
Northern Ireland, France, and
Switzerland, and Martin and Ruth
Reardon were active in pursuing links
with the Council of Catholic Bishops
Conferences in Europe (CCEE), and the
Conference of European Churches
(CEC).

Many readers will be aware of
the Marriage and Family Life
Project launched by the Roman

Catholic Bishops’ Conference of
England and Wales to mark the 
10th anniversary of the UN Year of the
Family, Listening 2004 – My Family
My Church.  Several local AIF groups
met during the year to discuss the
questions posed by the project and to

compile responses to their dioceses
from an interchurch perspective.  
A composite response was also sent
from the Association, highlighting the
joys and challenges with which
interchurch families are confronted 
as they seek to live out their lives in
accordance with their baptismal and
marital vows.

The Association was involved over
the past two years in discussions
with representatives of the Roman

Catholic Bishops’ Conference to assess
how ‘OBOB’ had been received.  
A meeting was held in September 2004
at which Martin and Ruth Reardon
stressed that the grounds for seeking
eucharistic sharing by interchurch
families who “share the sacraments of
baptism and marriage” are not their pain
but their “grave and pressing need” and
“great desire”.  Looking to the future, 
it is hoped that changes could be made
to allow for restrictions to be applied to
“cases” rather than the more restrictive
“occasions”, and that pastoral decisions
should be clearly and routinely
delegated to local priests.  
The Association was most grateful that
the bishops were prepared to listen to us
and to give us the chance of listening to
them.  The dialogue continues. 

Obituaries of Martin appeared 
in many papers, secular and
religious, indicating both the

influence which he has brought to bear
over the past 40-odd years in the search
for Christian unity, and the respect and
love in which he was held by so many.
Interchurch couples owe Martin and
Ruth a tremendous debt of thanks for
their vision in recognising in their own
relationship an expression of a Christian
unity awaiting official recognition.  In
one way or another he devoted his life
to the cause of that unity for which
Christ prayed, and was still active in this
work until just weeks before his death.
Many words were spoken and written
about Martin, but two appeared as a
constant in so many recollections - 
“his smile”.  As AIF member Rosy
Baker put it so well, “…no one who
knew him will ever remember him
except as smiling.  His smile didn’t just
express his personality; it pervaded it.”  
Interchurch families from across the
world gave thanks for the life of a
prophet who helped establish a
movement, and for the shepherd who
served AIF in Great Britain as Co-chair
for 34 years and as President for a
further two years.

Amajor event and effort of the
years 2003 and 2004 was the
Second World Gathering of

Interchurch Families at the Centro
Mondo Migliore, Rocca di Papa, near
Rome, in July 2003.  This follow-up to
the First Gathering held in Geneva 5
years earlier was attended by over 300
adults, children and teenagers, from 
11 countries on 3 continents.  
One of the highlights of the worship was
a memorable all-night vigil of prayer for
unity organised by the young people.
Other key points were a visit to Castel
Gandolfo for the Sunday Angelus 
– with a special welcome for
interchurch families from the late Pope
John Paul II – and a visit to the
Pontifical Council for Promoting
Christian Unity by a representative
group of participants (see above right). 

In a message to the Gathering, Cardinal
Kasper, President of the Pontifical
Council for Promoting Christian Unity,
recognised that interchurch families

have “something to teach us in terms 
of an ecumenical exchange of gifts”,
and that they “have an important
contribution to make in terms of
spiritual ecumenism, which is the heart
of the ecumenical movement”.  
He added that the Pontifical Council for
Promoting Christian Unity was
encouraged that interchurch families see

themselves as “called to become signs
and instruments of visible unity”, and
that the Council would be “most pleased
to receive a report of the Gathering, and
will study carefully the issues and
concerns discussed”.

Discussions with the Pontifical
Council by AIF members

During the Gathering some 50
participants from 11 countries visited
the offices of the Pontifical Council 
for Promoting Christian Unity and were
received by the Under Secretary for
Relations with Western Churches.
There Canon Martin Reardon presented
a copy of a paper entitled ‘Interchurch
Families and Christian Unity’ which
was adopted by the Gathering as a
statement of the “significant and unique
contribution that interchurch families
make to our churches’ growth in visible
Christian Unity”.  This paper had been
drafted by Martin Reardon and others
from four different language groups,
and now acts as the endorsed basis for
dialogue with church authorities at an
international level.  It became known 
as the ‘Rome Booklet’(see opposite).
A report of the Gathering was sent to
the Pontifical Council as a basis for
continuing dialogue; and the Council
responded by inviting further informal
discussions.  Together with its sister
organisations around the world, the
Association will be playing a full role 
in taking this dialogue forward.

The Rome World Gathering emphasised
the commitment and perseverance of
many people in the interchurch family
movement.  Those attending prayed that
“we may continue to move on together,
offering ourselves as catalysts towards 
a growing unity of all Christ’s people, 
as Christ prayed, that the world may

Interchurch Families and Christian
Unity is a seminal document which 
records the contribution which
interchurch families can make to
Christian unity, and the pastoral care
and understanding that they need if they
are to fulfil their vocation to be a sign
and means of visible unity. 
Recognising its importance, the Trustees
of AIF decided that it should be
published and widely promoted to give
greater visibility to the resource which
interchurch families present to their
churches in the name of Christian unity.
5000 copies were produced for
distribution to church leaders,
ecumenical bodies and anyone
interested in Christian unity.  Copies can
be obtained from the AIF Office at the
address on the back page.

“I have been a ‘friend’ of AIF for many
years and, from my ecumenical
perspective, I want to say that I think the
Association has a very important part to
play in the continuing dialogue between
Catholics and other Christians …and
therefore I do commend this paper to
you”: Bishop Crispian Hollis in a letter
commending the ‘Rome Booklet’ to the
bishops of England and Wales.

The Journal, Interchurch Families,
continued to be edited by Ruth Reardon
until the summer of 2004, when the
final issue was produced.  Its work is
continued by an email newsletter
introducing studies on theological,
pastoral and spiritual issues affecting
interchurch families.

● that we can share the gifts we 
receive  in our God-given diversity, 
and celebrate them together in the 
One Body of Christ, as a witness to 
reconciliation in the world.

● that a growing number of Christians
will share and feel more deeply the 
pain and scandal of division in 
order to be energised to work 
for unity.

The Most Revd Dr Rowan Williams,
Archbishop of Canterbury, and the 
Revd David Coffey, Free Churches
Moderator, both agreed to become
Presidents of AIF.

Revd Chris Bard and Revd Malcolm
Bowers, both long-standing members
of AIF, were installed as Canons of their
respective Church of England
Cathedrals in 2003.

Bev Hollins resigned as Youth Officer
in February 2003, and has not been
replaced.  She was ordained to the
priesthood on 25 September 2004, and
is working as a curate at the Church of
Christ the Cornerstone, Milton Keynes.
In his sermon at Bev’s first celebration
of the Eucharist, Dom Gervase
Holdaway OSB, of Douai Abbey, gave
a wonderful exposition on the role of a
priest as “someone who is called by God
to serve as Christ served; they are no
longer in charge of their own destiny,
but are totally at the service of God’s
people, the body of Christ.”

Barbara Bone was licensed as a reader
on 13 September 2003 at Durham
Cathedral.

Claire Malone-Lee retired from the
AIF Office at the end of 2003, after
eight years of dedicated work as
Administrative Officer and Volunteer.
In July 2004, she and her husband
Michael set out to walk from
Canterbury to Rome and raised
£6,500 in sponsorship for AIF funds.
This 99-day, 1300-mile pilgrimage
re-traced the steps of Archbishop
Sigeric of Canterbury, who in 994 went
to Rome to receive his stole of office
from the Pope and recorded his
homeward journey in a document
entitled From Rome to the Channel.

Keith Lander, formerly Executive
Secretary, became Executive Officer in
November 2003, and began working to
a new remit with reduced hours.
(Keith’s hours have since been increased
to 2.5 days/week.)  He relinquished the
post of Local Contacts Co-ordinator.

David Armstrong, formerly
Fundraising Co-ordinator, has moved
to Australia with his wife Fionnuala.    
He raised  the amazing sum of £2,050
from sponsorship for running in the
2003 Paris Marathon. In January 2004,
in collaboration with Tryptych
Productions, he promoted the biblical
play Ruth by Charles Smith, raising 
a further £1,000 for AIF funds.

In 2003 Cris and Amanda Johnson
became our Local Contacts for
Buckinghamshire and in 2004 Martin
and Ruth Conway became Local
Contacts for Oxfordshire.

We give thanks for the life of Fiona van
Kroonenburg who died suddenly in
September 2004.  Fiona was responsible
for commissioning the popular AIF
pendants and brooches.  Her body was
received into the local Catholic church
before Friday evening Mass, and
afterwards was taken to the Anglican
parish church for a vigil service and her
funeral on Saturday, 25 September.

Financial Support

Accounting Period
Although recounting the events of the
past two years, this Review records the
financial position for the Financial Year
1 January to 31 December 2004.  
A copy of the full audited accounts for
both 2003 and 2004 can be requested
from the Association.

General Fund
The income in our General Fund for
2004 was £46,436 against an
expenditure of £32,583. We therefore
retained a surplus of £13,853.  This
surplus is significant. It arose from a
number of factors including ‘one off’
fundraising initiatives and also an
underspend in certain areas of work.  
It is not anticipated that AIF will incur
such large surpluses within the next
couple of years.

Fund-raising
The Association is supported principally
by its members, with support from
churches, trusts and Friends of AIF.
This latter category consists of family
and friends of existing members and in
addition former members who have
decided to become Friends instead of
continuing in full membership.  We also
benefit from occasional sponsorship
activities.  In 2004 AIF received
proceeds of over £1000 from a
production of Ruth, and a magnificent
£6,500 from Michael and Claire
Malone-Lee from their walk from
Canterbury to Rome.  We are extremely
grateful to all of them. 

Reserves
Our plan is always to have sufficient
reserves to cover one year’s normal
expenditure.   Excluding expenditure 
on conference accommodation (which is
balanced by an equal sum of income and
thus merely ‘passes through’ our
accounts) this figure is currently about
£11,000.  At present we have £70,000 
in general reserves and the trustees will 

be investigating the best use of the
excess to fund ‘one-off’ initiatives.

Our accounting is presented in terms of
our ‘areas of work’, with administrative
costs (office rent, telephone, postage,
etc.) apportioned alongside specific
expenditure in each area.  The ‘natural’
classifications of these costs are given 
in the notes to the accounts. 

Restricted Funds
The Bursary Fund stood at £1,452 
on 1 January 2004; £516 was added
to it and £200 was given to help those
who would otherwise have been unable
to attend conferences or meetings,
leaving a balance of £1,768
on 31 December 2004. 

The John Coventry Memorial Lecture
fund stands at £575; this sum will be
used for future lectures.The Rome 03
Fund was used totally to support the
administration costs of the World
Gathering of Interchurch Families
which took place in Rome in July 2003.  

Collections taken during the annual
conferences in 2003 and 2004 are
restricted for use in allaying the costs of
future interchurch families' conferences
in the UK or elsewhere with which the
Association may be involved. 

Trusts
Two small trusts have been supporting
us regularly for the past few years.  
We would welcome hearing from any
reader who can suggest other trusts
which might be prepared to support
our work.

In order to reduce the administrative
effort and overheads of running the
Association, the number of trustees

was  reduced from 13 (+ up to 4 co-
opted) to an Executive Committee of
just 5 (3 co-chairs, Hon.Treasurer plus 
1 other) who are charged with the day-
to-day management of the Association.
To assist them in determining matters 
of policy, such as how we should
respond to developments on the
ecumenical scene, an Advisory Council
has been established comprising ‘Area
of Work Champions’ and those with
portfolios of specific activities. Pamela
Durney completed her three-year term
as Co-chair (Free Church) at the 2004
AGM and Derek Finch was elected
her successor.
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In all its activities, the
Association of Interchurch
Families is working to
strengthen marriage and family
life and to promote Christian
unity.

It offers a support network and
information service for 
● interchurch families (where

the partners belong to 
different denominations – 
often a Roman Catholic 
and a Christian of another 
communion): for partners 
and parents, growing 
children and young 
adults; 

● clergy and ministers, 
relatives and others 
concerned for the welfare 
of such families.

It gives interchurch families a voice
in the churches by: 
● articulating the experience 

of these families in all their 
diversity; 

● focusing attention on 
interchurch couples’ need 
for pastoral care which 
takes seriously both their 
marriage commitment to 
one another and the fact 
that two churches are 
represented in their family; 

● affirming at local, national 
and global level the gifts of 
interchurch families and 
their potential as a catalyst 
for wider church unity.

All its activities are founded on
prayer and worship.
